Method 1: Using a Proportioner Pump. This is an on-line metering pump treating all drinking
troughs. The Dosatron pump is a water powered (no batteries or electricity) dosing pump. It is
installed directly in the water supply line and the pump operates using the flow of water as the
power source. The water activates the Dosatron pump which takes up the required
percentage of concentrated Flowmag product directly from the barrel and injects it into the
drinking water. Inside the Dosatron pump the Flowmag product is mixed with the drinking
water and the water pressure forces the treated water downstream. The dose of Flowmag
product is directly proportional to the volume of water entering the Dosatron regardless of

The Dosatron pump is adjustable to include from 0.2% up to 2% inclusion and can be varied
to dose anywhere in between these settings.

The Dosatron pump will only work when there is a flow of water and doesn’t work when the
troughs are full. The pump itself clicks like a mains fencer which is the first indicator that the
pump is running and because Flowmag products are coloured blue the concentrated
