¶ Using the block during this period ensures that costly fertil-

ity and general health problems are minimised.

¶ Place the block inside a car tyre at the desired             
feeding site. 

¶ To avoid poaching it is recommended to move the 
blocks occasionally.

Pre-Calver 

¶ For dairy and beef cows and replacements before 

calving as an aid to prevent milk fever and reduce 
calving difficulties. 

 

Supreme Pre-Calver 

¶ As per  Pre-Calver but with higher levels of Selenium, 

Iodine, Vitamin E, Bioplex Copper and Zinc. Iodine 
deficiency can lead to calf mortality and ill-thrift. When  
Iodine and Selenium are present they work in conjunc-
tion with one another to make the Iodine more avail-
able to the animal. Protected Selenium is the key lead-
ing to : 

¶ Less retained placentas 

¶ Quicker easier calving 

¶ Reduced Calf Mortality 
 

Post-Calver 

¶ Specifically formulated for milking cows on conven-

tional grass diets and cattle are low in phosphorus. 
 

Maize/Beet 

¶ Contains higher levels of Phosphorus and Vitamin E 

where maize silage or fodder beet constitutes a signifi-
cant part of the diet. 

 

Cattle General Purpose 

¶ Designed for supplementing the diet of cattle and 

cows indoors on silage/grass diets. Ideal balancer for 
3 and 4 way mixes. 

 

Sheep 

¶ For all conventional sheep systems on grass based 

diets. Do not feed to ram lambs as there is a urinary 
calculi risk.  

¶ Nutribio intensive lamb ammonia chloride is available 

for this purpose with no magnesium.
